Chairman Mitola stated that this is a regularly scheduled meeting of the
Board of The Illinois State Toll Highway Authority and asked the Secretary to call
the roll.

Chairman Mitola called for a motion to allow Director Banks to
participate by phone. He is prevented from physically being present due to
an employment related emergency which is one of the approved reasons for
such participation pursuant to Section 7 of the Open Meetings Act.

Director Harris moved for approval; seconded by Director Andalcio.

Chairman Mitola called for a voice vote, and there being “Ayes” and
no “Nays”, declared the motion carried.

Chairman Mitola then called for public comment. There being none,
he called for a motion approving the Minutes of the Board Meeting held on
June 28, 2007. Director Andalcio moved for adoption of the Minutes;
seconded by Director Towns.

Chairman Mitola called for a voice vote, and there being “Ayes” and
no “Nays”, declared the motion carried.

Chairman Mitola then called on the Executive Director. Mr. Brian
McPartlin briefed the Board on the following: District 15 won the Illinois
Traffic Safety Challenge and also had a child car seat inspection at the Lake
Forest Oases; The South Extension is on schedule; Silver Cross Hospital in



Joliet will build a new facility at Route 6 and 1-355 in New Lenox; and, the
Tollway was asked to participate in a video on the use of our paperless
system.

Director Roolf thanked the Board for building 1-355 and for its
meaningful impact on the residents.

Tracey Smith requested adoption of an Agreement with Kronos,
Incorporated for the Tollway’s Timekeeping System, in the amount of
$206,350.65.

Director Andalcio moved for adoption; seconded by Director Towns.

Chairman Mitola called for a voice vote, and there being “Ayes” and
no “Nays”, declared the motion carried. Director Roolf abstained from
voting on Contract RR-02-5115.

Chairman Mitola then called for a motion adopting the resolution for
an Extra Work Order on Contract RR-02-5214 to Lorig Construction
Company for Mainline Roadway Widening and Reconstruction on the Tri-
State Tollway (K-294) from Milepost 40.2 (Balmoral) to Milepost 41.3
(Devon), in the amount of $4,000,000.00. This appears in the Appendage as
Resolution No. 17818.

Director Andalcio moved for adoption; seconded by Director Harris.

Chairman Mitola called for a voice vote, and there being “Ayes” and
no “Nays”, declared the motion carried.
